WHAT CLASSES DO YOU OFFER? 
At Time For Dancing, we specialise in creative dance classes for preschoolers and beginners.  Our classes are: 

 
Time For Dancing:  A magical introduction to dance, mixing ballet basics, music and 
fun.  These dance classes for 2-4 year olds include changing themes, stories, props 
and creative games.  Just watch their love of performance grow!   
  
 
 
Ballet Time:  Ballet improves posture, co-ordination and appreciation of music for ages 4-8.  Our ballet 
classes combine ballet steps and movements with the stories and French words of ballet.  Students 
work towards a ballet certificate presentation, and performance opportunities. 
 

 
 
Star Time:  Learn to perform like a star!  We combine jazz, hip hop, cheerleading and singing into one 
unique class for ages 4-8.  Students work towards an annual jazz certificate presentation, hip hop 
routines and performance opportunities. 
 
 
Hip Hop Time:  Learn hip hop routines to hit songs in these fun hip hop classes for kids aged 4-8.  We 
also cover hip hop warm-ups, steps and style.  Students work towards an annual certificate 
presentation and performance opportunities.

All our preschool and beginner classes are based on age groups.  This enables children to learn age-appropriate curriculum and 
dance with children of their own age.  Teachers will recommend a change of level if necessary. 
 
Under 4:   Start with Time For Dancing and move up to Ballet, Star or Hip Hop Time when ready after turning 4. 
4-6 years:   Start with a level 1 Ballet, Hip Hop or Star Time class or if under 5, you can start with Time For Dancing. 
6-8 years:  Start with a level 2 Ballet, Hip Hop or Star Time class 
Boys:  Boys are welcome in any class and we also have boys-only hip hop classes. 
 
If your child has already completed a level 1 class in 2009, we recommend going into a level 2 class. 
At the age of 8 we will recommend appropriate further training or participation in Dancestars performance teams. 
 
WHAT IS REGISTRATION & TUITION? 
 
Registration includes:  Time For Dancing student DVD introducing students to the programme, a class curriculum sticker book and 
satin dance bag.  Registration fee is payable at time of registration.

CITY, MIRAMAR & SEATOUN:  SCHOOL POLICIES 2010 
 
REGISTRATION POLICY 
Students must be registered (with registration fee and tuition organised) before they may participate in class.  Registration 
includes a Time For Dancing student DVD introducing students to the programme, a class curriculum sticker book and satin 
dance bag. 
 
TUITION POLICIES 
Tuition includes weekly class (30 minutes per week), book handouts, certificate presentation class and a costume or props and 
hairpiece to wear with dancewear for the end of year performance party.  Plus any rehearsals deemed necessary by teachers.  
Tuition fees are payable by autopay (credit card or direct by term or month), or in full for the year with a 5% discount.  We do 
not accept cash, cheque or bank deposit payments by term or month.  Students must be still enrolled in Term 4 to receive a 
performance party costume. 
 
TRIAL GUARANTEE POLICY 
Because we feel a single class is unlikely to show whether the class is a good fit for your child, we do not offer a trial class.  
However, registration includes a two-class guarantee.  This means that after you register you can attend for two classes, receive 
and keep your student DVD and bag, and if you feel it is not working out just let us know.  We will not charge any tuition, and 
you can come back to try again later without paying another registration fee.   
 
WITHDRAWAL & REFUNDS 
Two weeks’ notice is required to stop classes.  To withdraw from classes a parent or student must email or write to the school 
office and we ask you to complete a withdrawal form.  All tuition charges will stop after the two-week notice period.  Time For 
Dancing reserves the right to cancel classes without notice.  In such a case a refund for unused classes will be given.   
 
SCHOOL CALENDAR 
The dance classes follow a four term year.  Term lengths are not even as they are based on the primary school dates (February 
to December); tuition is equal for each term and therefore evens out over the year.  Classes are not held on public holidays and 
a replacement class will be arranged.  
 
OBSERVING CLASSES 
Parent of 2 and 3 years olds are encouraged to watch classes.  We ask that younger siblings are not allowed to enter the dance 
space or disrupt the class for safety reasons.  From the age of four, we ask that parents only watch classes during viewing weeks, 
to allow children to concentrate on the teacher.  Parents are welcome to discuss their progress with the dance teachers by 
appointment.   
 
SUBSTITUTIONS & CANCELLATIONS 
We reserve the right to cancel classes or provide a substitute teacher.  Cancelled classes will be either be added on to the end of 
the term or year or refunded, at the school’s discretion.  No refunds for classes made up will be given. 
 
DANCE UNIFORM 
Dance shoes and dancewear must be worn to all classes.  For safety reasons dancers are not permitted to wear jewellery and 
must wear their hair tied back.  Street shoes and clothes are not allowed.   
 
ATTENDANCE 
Absences must be communicated to the school office.  No classes will be made up or refunded for illness or non-attendance, 
aside from in exceptional circumstances as agreed with the office.

It is the responsibility of the parent or adult student to be aware of all school activities, such as viewing days, replacement 
classes, and dates the school is open or closed, posted on the school website as well as via email and paper notices.  
 
CARE OF STUDENTS 
The school is not responsible for providing before or after class care for students.  Parents with students under the age of 5 are 
to remain at the class location.  Students are to be escorted to the studio and not left for long times before or after class.  
 
PHOTO RELEASE  
Registration grants use photographs and video of students for promotional materials the school 
creates.    
 
BEHAVIOUR   
Students must not run in the studio spaces or touch any stereo or class equipment. 



DANCE UNIFORM 
 
 
We expect students to wear a “dance uniform”.  Feeling prepared and ready in the ‘right’ outfit will greatly 
enhance your child’s attitude in class.  It also helps the teacher’s ability to see and correct their posture. 
The uniform ensures that you will buy the correct items for use in certificate presentations and performances during the year.  
 
Hair should be in a ballet bun for ballet and always tied back neatly for other classes.
